Subject : Amendment to CCS (Pension) Rules, 2021 - Allowing female Government servants/female
pensioner to nominate her child/children for family pension in precedence to her husband in the event
of marital discord leading to filing of divorce proceedings in a court of law or filing of a case under
protection of women from domestic violence act or dowry prohibition act or Indian Penal code - reg.

Office Memorandum

The undersigned is directed to state that, as per the provisions of sub-rule (8) and sub-rule (9) of Rule 50
of CCS (Pension) Rules, 2021, if a deceased government servant or pensioner is survived by a spouse, family
pension is first granted to the spouse and the children and other family members become eligible for family
pension, on their turn, only after the spouse of the deceased government servant/pensioner becomes ineligible
for family pension or dies.

2. This department has been receiving a large number of references from Ministries/Departments, seeking
advice as to whether a female government servant/female pensioner can be allowed to nominate her eligible
child/children for family pension in place of her spouse in the event of marital discord leading to filing of divorce
proceeding in a court of law or filing of a case under protection of women from domestic violence act or dowry
prohibitition act or under Indian Penal Code.

3. The matter has been examined in consultation with Ministry of woment and child development.
Accordingly, it has been decided that in case divorce proceedings in respect of a female government servant/
female pensioner has filed a case aganst her husband under protection of woment from domestic violence act
or dowry prohibition act or under Indian penal code, such female government servant/female pensioner may
make a request for grant of family pension after her death to her eligible child /children, in precedence to her
husband and such request may be considered in the following manner :

(a) Where, in respect of a female government servant/female pensioner, divorce proceedings are pensing
in a competent court of law, or the female government servant/female pensioner has filed a case against her
husband under protection of woment from domestic violence act or dowry prohibition act or under Indian penal
code, the said female government servant/female pensioner, may make a request in writing to the concerned
head of office to the effect that, in the evennt of her death during the pendency of any of the aforesaid proceedings,
family pension may be granted to her eligible child/children in precedence to her spouse;

(b) In the event of the death of the female government servant/female pensioner, who had made a request
under clause (a), during the pendency of any of the aforesaid proceedings, the family pension shall be disbursed
in the following manner, namely:

(i) Where the deceased female government servant/female pensioner is survived by a widower and no
child/children is eligible for family pension on the date of death of the female government servant/female
pensioner, family pension shall be payable to the widower.

(i) Where the deceased female government servant/female pensioner is survived by a widower with a
minor child/children or a child/children suffering from disorder or disability of mind including the mentally retarded,
the family pension in respect or the deceased shall be payable to the widower, provided he is the guardian of
such child/children and if the widower ceases to be the guardian of such child/children, such family pension
shall be payable to the child through the person who is the actual guardian of such child/children. Where the
minor child, after attaining the age of majority, remains eligible for family pension, the family pension shall
become payable to such child from the date on which he/she attains the age of majority.

(iil) Where the deceased female government servant/female pensioner is survived by a widower with a
child/children who has/have attained the age of majority but is or are eligible for family pension, the family
pension shall be payable to such child/children.
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(iv) After the child/childern referred to in clause (ii) and (iii) above cease to be eligible for family pension
under Rule 50 of the CCS (Pension) Rules, 2021, family pension shall become payable to other child/children,
if nay, eligible for family pension.

(v) After all the children cease to be eligible for family pension under Rule 50 of the CCS (Pension) Rules,
2021, family pension shall become payable to the widower till his death or remarriage, whichever is earlier.

4. All ministries/departments are requested to bring the contents of this order to the notice of controller of
accounts/pay and accounts officers and attached, subordinate officers and autonomous bodies under them.

5. In so far as the persons serving in the Indian audit and accounts department are concerned, these
orders are issued in consultation with comptroller and auditor general of India, as mandated under Article
148(5) of the constitution of India.

6. Formal amndment to Rule 50 of the CCS (Pension) Rules, 2021 will be notified separately.

Subject : Clarification on the effect of pension cut on the amount of family pension, in case of
death of retired government servant during the currency period-reg

Kindly refer to Rule 50(2) of ccs (Pension) Rules 2021 governing the amount of family pension payable to
the family of deceased government servants. In this regard, doubts have been expressed on whether the
penalty of pension cut would affect the quantum of family pension in case of death of retired government
servant during the currency of the Penalty.

2. In the connection, the nodel department, i.e., the department of pension and pensioners’ welfare has
clarified that the penalty of pension cutimposed on a goverment servant under Rule 8 of CCS (Pension) Rules,
2021 is not applicable for payment of family pension. The family pension has to be paid at a uniform rate of 30%
of the last basic pay, subject to a minimum of Rs 9000/- per month. However in case the family pensioner is
entitled to enhanced family pension, the amount of enhanced family pension will not exceed the pension
authorized on retirement from government service.

3. All the offices under CBIC are hence directed to bring this to the notice of all the officers dealing with
pension matters for strict compliance.

Subject : Accepting Aadhaar as a proof of Date of Birth (DoB) — regarding.

It has been observed that AU As/KU As are considering and accepting Aadhaar card/e-Aadhaar as one of the
acceptable documents for proof of Date of Birth (DoB).

2. Inthis regard, it is pertinent to mention that, Aadhaar is a unique 12 digit ID issued to a resident after he/she
undergoes the enrolment process by submitting his/her demographic and biometric information. Once a
resident is assigned an Aadhaar number, it can be used to authenticate the resident through various
modes as prescribed under Aadhaar Act, 2016 and Regulations framed there under.

3. At the time of enrolment / updation, UIDAI records DoB as claimed by the resident, on the basis of the
documents submitted by them, as special under the list of supporting documents for Aadhaar enrolment,
provided on the UIDAI website (https:/uidai.gov.in/images/commdoc/26 JAN _ 2023 _Aadhaar _ List _of _
documents_English.pdf). Further, it is to be noted that Regulations 10(4) and 19A of the Aadhaar (Enrolment
and Update) Regulations, 2016, mention that verification of the enrolment of update data shall be provided
in Schedule ILI.

4. In this regard, attention is drawn towards Office Memorandum dated 20.12.2018 issued by MeitY through
UIDAI, wherein it has been stated that “An Aadhaar number can be used for establishing identity of an
individual subject to authentication and thereby, per se its not a proof of date of birth” (copy enclosed).

5. This aspect of the Aadhaar Act, 2016 has been reiterated/highlighted/stressed upon by different High Courts
in recent judgments. The most recent one is given by the Hon’ble High Court of Bombay, in the case of
State of Maharashtra V/s Unique Identification Authority of India And Ors. Dated 28.07.2023 (copy enclosed).

6. In view of the above, it is required that use of Aadhaar, as a proof of DoB needs to be deleted from the list of
acceptable documents.

Proceedings of the Meeting with BSNL/DOT Pensioners Associations held on 19-01-2024.

The Meeting with BSNL/DOT Pensioners Associations was held under the Chairmanship of Smt. Vibha
Govind Mishra at Conference room, D Wing, O/O CCA, Maharashtra & Goa, Mumbai on 19.01.2024. Shri Tejas
Mahire, Asstt. Controller, Shri Prasant, Accounts Officer, Shri Wankhede AAO were present. Our Association
was represented by Shri H. F. Chaudhari, General Secretary, Shri K. S. Kulkarni AGS.

Accounts Officer submitted the status on the common items in the Agenda.

Identity Cards: In the First batch 5000 Identity cards were distributed during 2022-23. Now In all Out of
6000 pending applications, 2000 Cards were printed and 1600 Cards already dispatched. It was agreed to
share the Applications pending.

In such cases: Family pensioners are required to submit the copy of PPO, Birth Certificate Or
PAN Card and declaration if there is a change between Date of Birth in PPO and Date of Birth in Birth
Certificate/PAN Card.

2. Many pensioners have already submitted KYP Form and Application for Mobile no email Updation
waiting for updation.

Minutes of the meeting held with the office bearers of various Pensioner’s Welfare Association on 19-
01-2024 at O/o CCA (MH & Goa) to discuss various points relating to pensioners.

The following officers of O/o CCA (MH & Goa) and Association members were present.

O/o CCA (MH & Goa)
1. Ms. Vibha Govil Mishra : CCA (MH & Goa)
2. Shri. Tejas Mahire :ACCA
3. Shri. Prasanth O.S. : AO (Pension)
4. Shri. Mahendra Wankhede :AO (PDA/PVA)
5. Ms. Deepali B. Gawade : AAO (Pension)

At the outset ACCA welcomed all the members of the Pensioners Association and informed that a report has
been compiled based on the representations / agenda points submitted by all the associations and the same
will be discussed point wise.

It was also once again reiterated that O/o CCA (MH & Goa) is taking every effort to solve the pensioners
grievances and will extend full co-operation in discussing the pensioners issues and settle the same. On this
positive note, ACCA directed AO (Pension) to start the meeting.

AO (Pension) welcomed all the participants of the meeting and the common issues raised by all the association
were discussed:

1.  Non-receipt of ID cards : It was intimated by AO (Pension) that at present 2000 ID cards are ready out of
which 1600 are already dispatched and additional 4000 under printing will be dispatched in due course. It
was also intimated by AO (Pension) that the ID cards will have the new PPO number issued to the
pensioners and there is no need to reapply for the same.
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It was directed by CCA that a list of pensioners (PPO number wise) for whom the ID card has been issued
/is being issued to be placed at website for the ready reference of pensioners — AO Pension to look into it.

It was also directed that an application for corrections (if any) in the ID may be submitted to this office by
the pensioners along with the original ID card.

2.  KYP Updation : It was intimated by AO (Pension) that around 5600 KYP have been updated with new email
/ mobile numbers and around 4000 are under process and will be completed in due course. Once the KYP
has been updated the same can be verified by the pensioners by viewing their profile in SAMPANN.

It was also stated by AO (Pension) that forimmediate updation of KYP it is desirable that the KYP updation
application should be sent along with a copy of PPO. If PPO copy is not attached, there may be delay in
updation.

3. SAMPANN GRIEVANCES : It was pointed out by association members that many times grievances are
closed as resolved without actually addressing the issue and matter remain unsolved.

AO (Pension) stated that in KYP updation proof is to be provided in case of address updation, spelling
mistake in name etc. for this office to take appropriate action. The issue raised is a SAMPANN issue and
will be raised with the helpdesk.

Association members requested that the matter to be taken up with SAMPANN team at Headquarters and
option of document wanting should be given in SAMPANN and size of the document to be uploaded is
required to be increased.

CCA directed AO (Pension) to look into the same. Toll free number of the O/o CCA (MH & Goa) i.e. 1800
220 511 was once again brought to the notice of all the association members and were requested that
pensioners may be guided to call the said number to register their grievances. It was also directed that the
pensioner may be given a complaint number along with date of registration of grievance / Reference
number for further follow-up of the matter if necessary — AO (Pension) to look into it.

4. DLC Updation and Pension Payments : It was stated by AO (PVA/PDA) that one month before DLC expiry
a message along with date is sent to all concerned. Further reminders at regular intervals are also being
sent. It was further stated that DLC received before 10" of the given month is being updated and pension
is disbursed in the same month. DLCs are also being received by emails which are then downloaded by
the PDA section and updated manually. Sometimes the pensioners forward the DLC with wrong details
and hence it remains pending for updation. Mismatched DLC are also being observed by CCA / CGCA
regularly.

Hence it was once again reiterated that the association members present in the meeting may also help in
directing / educating the pensioners the correct way of submitting DLC so that their pension can be
disbursed without any delay.

5. Income tax deduction/ tax saving declaration : It was stated by AO (PVA/PDA) that all the pensioners have
to select the income tax regime which they opt for and them upload proposed investment declaration by
15™ April 2024 and then submit the actual proof of declaration by 10" October 2024 or as when it actually
falls due directly in the system for income tax calculations. If no advance / proposed declaration is submitted
then this office will treat the same as nil and tax would be deducted accordingly. If actual proof is not
submitted by 10" October total income tax due will be deducted from pension.

One of the association members suggested that the documents uploading should be done with the help of
laptop / desktop and mobile should be avoided for the same for smoothly uploading the documents.

It was requested by the association members that file size of the document to be uploaded may be
enhanced as the pensioners are finding it difficult to upload. The matter is to be taken up with SAMPANN
helpdesk — AO (PDA-PVA) to look into it.

It was also requested by the association members that pension slip should contain the details like total tax
due and remaining tax to be deducted. The matter to be taken up with CGCA/ SAMPANN help desk. AO
(PDA-PVA) to look into it.
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6. FMArelatedissues : AO (Pension) stated all the FMA applications received have been attended. Around 20
pending FMA cases will also be processed soon. Application received from pensioners yet to be migrated
will be processed after their migration.

It was pointed out by association members that pensioners should not be asked to send the application
again and again as they find it very difficult to get the papers forwarded by concerned SSA. A list of
pensioners for whom FMA is still pending was handed over to AQ (Pension). It was also requested to
check the pending FMA arrears cases —AO (Pension) to look into it.

7. Family Pension cases : It was staled by AO (Pension) that many times it is seen that the Date of birth of
family pensioner is not same in all the documents. In such a case PAN card will be considered as proof for
Date of Birth. Aadhar card is not to be considered as DOB proof. Hence it was once again requested to the
association members to bring to the notice of the pensioners about the documents to be submitted as age
proof.

5. It was stated that all grievances should be strictly sent on email ccamhgoa.pension@gmail.com so as to
enable this office for quick disposal of the same.

6. Itwas pointed out by an association member thatin SAMPANN grievance history indexing is not available
in the pensioner log in. Matter to be taken up with SAMPANN helpdesk.

It was stated by AO (Pension) that all the cases / grievances submitted will be looked into and settled at
the earliest. The next date of meeting will be intimated in due course. The meeting ended with a vote of
thanks by AO (Pension)

Level 1st Pension Adalat in a year 2nd Penstion Adalat
Division May November

Region August January

Circle September March

2. Minutes of the pension adalat held at divisional level may be reviewed in pension adalat at regional level.
Minutes of the pension adalat held at regional level may be reviewed in pension adalat at circle level. The copy
of the minutes of Pension adalat may be issued and sent to pensioners associations also.

3. The Notice of pension adalat may be published in local news paper.
